and social  he fa ora le si ua ion for he udy area is no  redic ed. n o her ords  
he area in ue ion in he curren  si ua ion faces challenges ha  necessi a e a change 
in this area. While, the results show that the implementation of any maximum action 
in the area under review is also far from expected due to the lack of legal, operational 
and nancial contexts. Therefore, the proposed plan of taf introduces the adoption of a 
minimal approach in the implementation of the road con ruction project as a desira le 
option. If the city managers approve and decide on the implementation of the road 
con ruction project, this plan is ased on the idea that this project will e designed and 
implemented in two independent phases ut with common goals. In the r  phase, a 
set of pre-implementation corrective measures is considered and in the second phase, 
undergraduate and speciali ed udies are on the agenda. In this vein, taf roup has tried 
to provide solutions for etter implementation of each of these phases.

The principle of human-centeredness in su aina le transport means the development 
and creation of infra ructure ased on respect for civil and human rights and pu lic 
parkings, as one of the mo  important transportation infra ructures in this eld, 
have a high share. The implementation of the plan to uild a pu lic parking lot in 
region 5 of i rict 14 is a response to the needs of citizens regarding tra c pro lems 
and increasing the indicators of su aina le ur an transportation. The present udy 
seeks to identify and predict the impacts and types of possi le conse uences of the 
implementation of appropriate mitigation plans and measures in the framework 
of social and cultural impact assessment udies. The methodological approach of 
this research can e called a com ination through the use of di erent techni ues 
and tools. Research data has een collected through surveys residents and clients , 
in-depth and semi- ructured interviews and o servations. In the other part of the 
research, through IS, three priority locations were selected and y reviewing the 
exi ing indicators in the eld of location of pu lic parking lots, four indicators 
were identi ed. Then, according to the results of interviews with transportation 
experts, o cials, local informants and eld visits of experts, a suita le place for the 
con ruction of a parking lot in the udy area has een sugge ed. The results showed 
that the lack of car park space, despite the activity of admini rative, service and 
commercial centers with extra-regional performance in this area, has increased the 
volume of Stagnant tra c and it has a direct negative impact on the exploitation of 
the potential of these centers and has a ected various social, cultural, environmental 
and economic aspects of residents  lives. Reducing in rumental lawlessness among 
citizens, oo ing the local ower market usiness, increasing safety, reducing 
violence, improving the ur an landscape, and increasing service per capita are 
among the mo  important known conse uences of con ructing pu lic parking in 
this area. Finally, y examining the areas of the di rict, the mo  suita le place for 
the con ruction of the parking lot and how to optimally designed the parking lot to 
meet future needs has een sugge ed.
